Introduces information on careers in software development, networking, security and project management. Also introduces basic MS Office skills.
Customer Service for IT Professionals (IT 140): Focuses on the knowledge and skills required to be part of a successful help-desk team. Topics include communications skills, writing skills, telephone skills, techniques for managing customer expectations, understanding customer behavior, working as part of a team, and minimizing stress in the work environment. Covers interviewing and preparing for the job search experience in the IT field.
Programming I for Information Professionals (IT 102): Introduces C# programming. Covers procedural programming (methods, parameters, return values), basic control structures (sequence, if/then/else, for loop, while loop), file processing, arrays, and introduces defining objects.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Introduction to Network Security (IT 135): Provides students with a broad foundation of network security knowledge. Topics include security fundamentals, overview of cryptography, security policies and procedures, common types of attacks, and how to implement network security measures.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: Bachelor's degree in computer science,  information technology, or related field; one or more industry certifications such as A+, Network+, Security+, Linux+, CCNA, MCSA, MCSE, MCAD, MCSD, or CISSP; teaching or training experience; or other combination of education, experience, and skills.
