WHAT IS TURNING POINT?

Designed to be used with PowerPoint, TurningPoint enables two-way communication between a
speaker and a large group by allowing audience feedback through response devices (see image above)
that immediately translate responses into measurable results in the form of test scores, charts, and
graphs. Feedback from sessions can be saved and used later for grading, polling, attendance tracking,
and demographic research.

WHY USE TURNING POINT?

Whether you want to gauge an audience’s opinion or quickly assess your students’ understanding on
important points in a lecture, TurningPoint enables you to ask and receive response immediately. Used
effectively, it can engage participants and transform lectures, workshops and class sessions into more
dynamic learning environments for everyone.

HOW DO | CREATE A TURNING POINT PRESENTATION?

Before You Begin
a) You should be familiar with the basics of creating slides in PowerPoint. If not, consult
http://office.microsoft.com/en-us/powerpoint/default.aspx
b) Make sure TurningPoint is installed on the computer you will use to run the presentation. It
should be located either on the desktop or under Start>Programs>Turning Technologies. If not,
contact the GRCC IT Help Desk (ext. 2222) a.s.a.p. and request that the program be installed

To Create A Simple Slide
1. Open Turning Point 2008. A blank, non-interactive slide is displayed
2. From the TurningPoint tab on the top menu, click Insert Slide and select a slide type
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3. An interactive slide is inserted in your presentation

4. Enter your question by overwriting the text box entitled Enter question text

5. Enter appropriate responses by overwriting the text box entitled Enter answer text
6. Press Enter/Return after each potential response (maximum 10 responses)

Enter question text... Example_ What is the capital of California?

. San Francisco
1. Enter answer text... !
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100% . Sacramento
Los Angeles
. Hollywood
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7. To insert another slide, repeat steps 2-6
8. Save your file: (B2)>Save As>[choose a file name and location]
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To Edit Chart Types

1. Navigate to the slide in your presentation on which you would like to change the look of the chart
2. Select Insert Object from menu on the TurningPoint tab

3. Select the different type of chart you would like to appear on the slide

4. TurningPoint retains the text on the page and simply changes the look of the chart

Note

You cansafely open the presentation on computers without TurningPoint installed, but you cannotuse
the TurningPoint features. You should not edit the TurningPoint slides on a computer without
TurningPoint installed; otherwise, the slides may not function properly the next time you run your
interactive presentation.

Using TurningPoint in the Classroom

1. Insert receiver into computer’s USB port. It is functioning when its green indicator light turns on.
2. Open TurningPoint 2008 Start>Programs>Turning Technologies
3. Open your Turning Point Presentation that you have g) & - 6.
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4. Select Response Devices from the dropdown InfomationGReseM| Conflie  Save Incert Comertto Insert Tooks
box on your TurningPoint Toolbar .
5. Click on Reset and select Session
6. Click on Slide Show on the PowerPoint Toolbar and then Start
Slideshow from Beginning
7. Use your left mouse click to advance to the first slide
8. A box in the upper right-hand corner will turn green to indicate that polling is open; students can click
their responses from their response cards and you will see the number of responses increment in the
upper corner
9. Your next mouse click will close the polling. The green box will turn red and students may no longer
vote. Results of the polling will be displayed
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Saving Session Polling Results
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1. From the TurningPoint tab, select Save Session. The Save Session dialog box opens.
2. TurningPoint names session files using the current system date and time. You may choose
to enter your own file name instead e
3. Select the Save button in the dialog box
4 From the TurningPoint tab, select Reset > Session. Existing session results are cleared and you may
run the presentation again to capture new results
5. Note: TurningPoint prompts you to save existing session results when you reset the session and
when you exit from TurningPoint without previously saving the session
